Accessory mount plates located under the aluminum
longitudinal cross bars are designed to hold a maximum of
90 Ibs distributed evenly across all 6 plates. Accessory
mount plates under the steel transverse cross bars are
designed to hold a maximum of 75 Ibs distributed evenly
across all 3 plates for each cross bar.

Aluminum access gates with accessory mount plates
installed are designed to hold 35 lbs of accessories. The
access gate features MDS - MOLYBDENUM DISULFIDE
FILLED (MDS) pivot bushings and do not require lubrication.
Do not lubricate the nylon bushings.
